COURSE DESCRIPTION
Course Description:

The Honors English 10 course prepares students for Advanced Placement English: Literature and Composition and Dual Enrollment English in grade twelve, and Advanced Placement English: Language and Composition English in grades eleven and twelve. The Honors curriculum provides highly motivated and academically gifted students a program that challenges them. Criteria for placement include a final grade in the previous English course not lower than a B.
Honors English is designed for gifted English students who have exhibited exceptional

performance in their previous English class and demonstrated the readiness to accept the challenge of a rigorous academic course. Although the objectives remain the same at each grade, the activities, reading materials, and assignments become more sophisticated and challenging at each successive year. These objectives are specifically and deliberately meant to prepare students for the college-level courses of grades eleven and twelve. The earlier students begin this rigorous preparation, the more successful they will be on the assessments that could qualify them to receive college credit.
