Action Verbs- Show action. -> running, thinking, looking
Linking Verbs- Connect the subject with the noun or adjective that comes after the linking verb.->The man is a doctor.
		There are 8=is, am, are, was, were, be, being, been
Verbs of Condition-Work just like linking.
	Ex.  The coffee seems hot.
There are 13=seem, appear, grow, sound, remain, continue, feel, turn, taste, look, stay, become, smell.
Helping Verbs-Help the main verb in the sentence to make a verb phrase.  
	Ex. Might have seen, is helping, should listen, could jump.
There are 23= is, am, are, was, were, be, being, been, have, has, had, do, did, does, will, shall, may, might, must, can, could, would, should.

)Verb Tenses
· The tense of a verb shows the time period in which an action or state of being occurs.
· The three simple tenses are present, past, and future.
· The three perfect tenses are present perfect, past perfect, and future perfect.
· Both the simple tenses and the perfect tenses can be made into progressive tenses.

                  Simple Tenses
Present: Occurring now:  do, play, plan, think.
Past:  Has already occurred:  Can add –ed=regular verb.  Played, planned.
Can’t add –ed=irregular verb.  Did, thought. NOT dided and thoughted.
Future:  Not yet occurred:  will ask, shall score.

Perfect Verb Tenses 
Present Perfect: shows an action or state of being happening before the current moment.  
Add helping verb: has (singular) or have (plural)
			Ex)Has played, Have stopped
Past Perfect:  shows and action or state of being that is happening before a time in the past.
			Add helping verb: had 
			Ex) Had thought, Had done.
Future Perfect: shows an action or state of being that happens before a specific time to come.
			Add helping verb: will have, or shall have
			Ex) Will have grown, shall have received

Progressive Verb Tenses
Present Progressive:  formed by adding “am,” “is,” or “are” to the present participle of the verb.
			Ex)is running, am smiling, are jumping
Past Progressive:  formed by adding “was” or “were” to the present participle of the verb.
			Ex)was reading, were waving
Future Progressive:  formed by adding “will be” or “shall be” to the present participle.
			Ex)will be clapping, shall be thinking

Voice according to Verbs
-Voice refers to how an action is completed in a sentence.

If the doer of the action is the subject of the sentence, the verb is being used in active voice.  Active voice is the best way to write.
			Ex. Mary threw the ball.

If the doer of the action is not the subject of the sentence, the verb is being used in passive voice.  Avoid writing in passive voice.
			Ex. The ball was thrown by Mary.
